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COMMISSIONER Thank you.  Okay, Mr. Merrick?1

MR. MERRICK Thank you.  Mr. Rogers, I'm going to pick2

up where we left off, which was sometime early 1990. 3

We're in February and we were talking about the issue of4

whether the Westray deal was going to be held up pending5

a negotiation of this new DEVCO contract.  6

The next document I'd like you to look at is at page7

86 of that exhibit.  It's a memorandum from Gerald8

Phillips to a variety of people that are, I assume, the9

four listed on the next page, all internal in the10

company.  But he makes a couple of comments in there that11

I'm wondering if you can assist me with.  12

He says, in the first paragraph, "As per our13

conversation yesterday, I contacted Don Cameron this14

morning.  I asked him when he would be available to meet15

with us and negotiate a Westray/Provincial agreement."

 And then the third paragraph down he says, "Don17

would like to meet with us on Friday, March 23rd, 1990.
