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MR. CAMERON, EXAM. BY MR. MERRICK

They don't know what to believe. And they're hurt and
angry and bitter because they've listened to all this
stuff for four years, and they hear it over and over and
over and over again.

But | just ask you: Would that be fair to do it to
Allan J.? Would it be fair to do it to the people now if
anything happens at DEVCO? Can they guarantee that no
one will ever get hurt or injured or killed at DEVCO from
now on? Are we going to make a political issue when we
get industry in trouble? | hope not.

COMMISSIONER | think your point is well taken, Mr.

Cameron. Certainly it's on the record now where you want
it, and it will be dealt with. I'm not going to -- at

this time I'm not going to respond to your question
because I'm not here to answer questions, but | certainly
have -- I'll certainly take that under considerable
consideration, certainly. Okay?

A. And, Commissioner, | would like, if I'm not allowed
in public, I would like a written statement about the
safety of workers in this Province and where we're going.
Because, again, | have some very, very serious concerns
with what I'm hearing. And, as a Nova Scotian, | want
very much to -- so if we don't have time, | would like to
write to you and point out some things about --
